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FOREWORD

The 2008 August conflict between Georgia and Russia over the break-away
Tskhinvali Region/South Ossetia had, among others, a severe impact on
bordering villages of the Shida Kartli region. Most of the villagers, who fled
the area in the early days of the conflict, could only return after the military
activities ceased and troops withdrew. A large number of the displaced Georgian
population were unable to return or have limited access to their houses and
lands still today.

Families that returned found their villages shattered by the hostilities: destroyed
houses and public infrastructure, looted assets and livestock stolen or Killed.
Due to the separation of the territory into two government regimes, access to
arable land, orchards, pastures as well as markets was substantially reduced.

Ergneti was one of the most adversely affected villages in Shida Kartli, both in
terms of infrastructure damage and destroyed livelihood opportunities. More
than half of the village houses were destroyed by the war.

The Humanitarian Aid (HA) unit of the Swiss Agency for Development and
Cooperation (SDC) responded swiftly to the pledge of the Georgian Government to
help address the plight of the Ergneti residents after the conflict. SDC, through its

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partner organisation, the Danish Refugee Council (DRC), initiated and funded the
project “Rebuilding Returnees’ Housing and Livelihoods in Ergneti (Shida Kartli)”.

The ambitious goal of reducing the vulnerability of the war affected returnee
families in Ergneti village was formulated by supporting their sustainable return
and reintegration. From 2011-2015 a total budget of CHF 2'627°000 has been
allocated for this purpose.

In hindsight, after looking at the project’s accomplishments, we at SDC are very
proud to see Ergneti village revived with families returning and settling back
in their houses, cultivating the land and starting to earn incomes. The repaired
irrigation system has also contributed to the sustainability and durability of the
return.

Swiss Humanitarian Aid will, after more than a decade in Georgia withdraw from
the South Caucasus by the end of 2016. This photo book has been produced
by the project partners and, while it depicts only one of HA’s projects amid
many funded interventions over the years, it echos our worldwide principles
of enhancing human security and protection of vulnerable persons, especially
those affected by conflicts and natural disasters, in the best way.

This photo book brings you portraits and human stories of people whose lives
were positively impacted as a result of the completion of the SDC-funded
‘Rebuilding Returnee’s Housing and Livelihoods in Ergneti (Shida Kartli)’ project.

It demonstrates how a successful partnership between donor, implementing
partner, community, contractors and Government can support the renewal of a
war devastated area and bring new life to a village on the verge of extinction.

Ergneti, a small village of around 200 households, is located in the Shida-Kartli
region of Georgia in the immediate vicinity of the Administrative Boundary Line
(ABL) with South Ossetia and its capital Tskhinvali.

As a result of the 2008 Georgian-Russian war, more than half of the village’s
houses were destroyed and nearly all families lost their livelihoods. With Swiss
Government support, Danish Refugee Council rehabilitated severely damaged
houses and restored livelihood opportunities for the war-affected community.

Today, | am particularly proud of the project’s achievements. Within three years,

111 houses were rehabilitated impacting more than 400 beneficiaries. 72
agricultural, service, production and other businesses were supported through
small grants impacting 300 beneficiaries and increasing their income by an
average of 54%. 40 self-reliance grants were provided to the most vulnerable
residents thus ensuring their food security.

Last, but not least, the project addressed the problem of a lack of irrigation.
SDC/DRC, in partnership with Georgian Amelioration LTD provided irrigation
for up to 150 hectares of agricultural land thus opening up agri-business
potential.

While results are tangible, much more remains to be done if Georgia is to
reach its goal of economic development, positively impacting the region and
beyond. It is the aim of all of us at DRC to continue working closely with donors,
civil society, Government institutions, IDPs, returnees and host communities
to support the most vulnerable in Georgia. To succeed, we will continue our
focus on housing, livelihoods, protection, legal support, outreach to the most
vulnerable and technical assistance.

Merab Beruashvili (68) is a native of Ergneti whose house —
like many others — was severely damaged during the war. He
decided to return and, with SDC/DRC’s support was able to launch
a beekeeping business. Merab remains optimistic: “Although
our village was destroyed during the war with Russia, we have
returned and continue building our and our children’s’ future”, he
says. With the Swiss Government’s assistance, Merab was able
to produce 40% more honey in 2014 and used the income to
purchase more beehives and expand the business.
