Processing your visa application

Book an appointment by e-mail to abuja.visa@eda.admin.ch (see also “how to book an

appointment”).

Visa applications are received every morning (except Fridays), from 8.30am.
Please book an appointment immediately after receiving the admission letter from the school /
university in Switzerland. Submission may be as early as six months prior and not later than ten

weeks prior to the date of departure.

Applicants must appear at the Embassy in person.

Failing to bring all required documents will result in having to book a new appointment.

The complete application will be forwarded to the cantonal immigration authority responsible
for the decision. The procedure takes at least 8 - 12 weeks. Once the application has been
approved, you will have to submit your original passport to this Embassy in order to obtain

your visa.

Fees

Study visa is free of charge.

Documents to submit (additional documents might be requested)

2 sets of applications will contain all the documents listed below, while the third will contain only the
copy of the passport data page. Please do not staple the documents.
